HEREBY AGREE AS FOLLOWS
Article 1 - SUBJECT
The entity/enterprise grants the Department and gives it the equipment described below as a free loan for the exclusive laboratory use (or other use to be specified).
Description of the equipment:

Please note that the indication of the equipment value has the only purpose of quantifying the risks insured under the criterion of the replacement value with a similar asset or an asset offering the same performance and characteristics, excluding:
a) the Department’s assumption and taking over of the risk of equipment loss due to causes not attributable to the Department, under Art. 1806 of the Civil Code;
b) the reversal of the burden of proof or the lump sum quantification, also as a penalty, of the value of the refundable damage, which shall be proved by the entity/enterprise.
Under Art. 23 of Leg. Decree 81/08 “Manufacturers and suppliers’ obligations”, the entity/enterprise declares that the equipment mentioned above meets the current law and regulation provisions on health and safety at work, as indicated in the relevant documentation.
Article 2 - CUSTODY
The Department shall not transfer the entitlement to use the equipment, and will duly store it at its premises.
Article 3 - MAINTENANCE
The equipment normal operating and maintenance costs shall be borne by the Department, whereas the equipment extraordinary maintenance costs shall be assumed by the entity/enterprise.
Article 4 - INSURANCE
The Department confirms that the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia has taken out the following insurance coverage:
- “Third party and employer’s liability” policy no. 52981/23/65/136655447/4 taken out with the Insurance Company UnipolSai Assicurazioni S.p.A. - With effect from 31/3/2019 to 31/3/2022;
- “All Risks – Material and direct damages” policy no. 402422594, issued by AXA Assicurazioni S.p.A. - With effect from 31/3/2016 to 31/3/2022, covering the material damage caused to movable assets.
The Entity/Enterprise states that it has taken out a proper insurance policy with a maximum coverage of  € ……………… (preferably not lower than € 3,000,000.00) for “Third party liability” no. ................ issued by .......................with termination on ……………… for any damage to people or things for which it is liable.
In the event of an accident occurred during the performance of the activities listed in this agreement, the Department undertakes to report the event immediately (referring to the policy number) to the entity/enterprise in order to enable it to make the claim under the terms provided for by the insurance policy.
It is understood that the existence of such policies is without prejudice to any action for liability, damage and compensation against third parties.
Upon termination of said policies, the Parties undertake to repeat the insurance coverage for the above-mentioned risk types, reserving their right to apply changes - where appropriate - to the legal terms and the maximum cover amounts, and to send a copy of the policy to the counterparty.
The University shall publish the insurance covers on the University website http://www.affaristituzionalicontrattigare.unimore.it/site/home/assicurazioni.html; their publication will be considered a notification for all purposes.
Article 5 - DURATION AND TERMINATION
This agreement is for an indefinite period.
Each party has the right to terminate this free loan agreement upon written notice to the counterparty no later than .......months before the termination is effective.
Article 6 - RETURN
The Department undertakes to return the equipment to the entity/enterprise upon termination of the agreement by one of the parties.
The return shall be at the entity/enterprise’s care, expenses and risk.
When returning the equipment, the entity/enterprise shall accept the equipment “as is” and will make no claims for its normal wear and tear, unless it is due to operations not included in the normal use.
Article 7 – PLACE OF JURISDICTION
The Parties undertake that any dispute resulting from this agreement will be settled amicably between them. The Court of Modena shall have jurisdiction for any dispute that may arise between the Parties as for the interpretation, execution and resolution of this agreement.
Article 8 - POSTPONEMENT
Except as not expressly set out and excluded in this agreement, the parties will refer to the provisions of the Civil Code regarding the gratuitous loan agreements.
Article 9 - PRIVACY
The Parties undertake to the other to process personal data that they may gain knowledge of during the performance of this deed in accordance with the principles of fairness, lawfulness and transparency pursuant to EU Regulations no. 679/2016 (hereafter referred to as the “Regulations”), and to Leg.Decree 196/2003, as last amended by Leg.Decree 101/2018.
In particular, they ensure compliance with the safeguards afforded to the stakeholders, by adopting suitable technical and organisational measures.
In addition, the Parties undertake to provide reciprocal assistance with regard to:
- any request made by the stakeholders pursuant to Arts. 15-22 of the Regulations;
- any procedures for assessing the impact of the processing and applied pursuant to Art. 35 of the Regulations;
- any request for cooperation made by the supervisory authority pursuant to Art. 31 of the Regulations.
In the event that the data processing carried out during the performance of this deed provides for the transferring of data to third countries, the transferring party will be responsible for informing the other party, as well as ensuring that data is transferred in accordance with the terms set forth by Arts. 44-49 of the Regulations.
Article 10 - EXPENSES
This agreement, which has been drawn up in the form of a contract letter, will be finalised by means of electronic signature of both parties and sent by certified e-mail
