WHEREAS

- law no. 168 of 9/5/1989 on the ‘Institution of the Ministry of University and Scientific and Technological Research’ identifies the teaching and research activities as institutional objectives of the University;

- Art. 22 of Law no. 240 of 30 December 2010 on ‘Standards on the organisation of Universities, university personnel and recruiting activities, as well as delegating power to the Government to promote the quality and efficiency of the university system’ enables Universities, within their availability based on the financial statements, to award grants for the collaboration to research activities (hereinafter referred to as ‘research grants’);

- based on the provisions of the ‘Regulations for awarding grants for the collaboration to research activities pursuant to Art. 22 of Law no. 240 of 30 December 2010’ of the University, approved by the University Senate on 15/02/2011, the University may activate competitions for awarding ‘research grants’ and involving the assignees in research activities previously assessed by the Department as compatible with its own research programmes and under the scientific Direction of a full professor or confirmed researcher (tutor); 

- under the above regulations, the ‘research grants’ may be also financed on external funds acquired in the financial statements;

- the University Department has an interest in carrying out a research activity in the field of .............. within which it can renew a research grant, under the scientific responsibility of Professor ..................;

HAVING CONSIDERED
· that the Sponsor, giving the sector in which it operates, is interested in helping the above-mentioned research activity through the financing of a research grant as further explained in Art. 1 below.
It is hereby agreed as follows

Article 1 - PURPOSE OF THE AGREEMENT

Within the contribution specified above, the Department undertakes to comply with the actions that are part of its normal duties and required for a renewal of ……………… years, in accordance with the current Regulations and the legislation governing this subject, the ‘research grant’ in the scientific disciplinary sector ……………… on: ‘………………’, assigned to Mr./Ms.………………, who was awarded the research grant (state initial duration and any renewals) following the selection procedure as per the provisions of the above-mentioned Regulations for the awarding of research grants. The University shall pay the research grant within the deadlines and in the manner required by current regulations.

Article 2 - SPONSOR’S OBLIGATIONS

The Sponsor undertakes to pay the Department for the research grant of ……………… years the total amount of EUR ……………… (€………………) (see the cost table of the ‘Regulations for awarding grants for the collaboration to research activities pursuant to Art. 22 of Law no. 240 of 30 December 2010’ including all legal charges, for financing the renewal of the research grant awarded to Mr./Ms. ……………… .

Said amount will be paid to the Department in a single instalment within ................... days after the signature date of this agreement.
The sum shall be disbursed by the Sponsor by means of Payment through PAGOPA as provided for by Legislative Decree 217/2017.

The Sponsor also undertakes to pay the amounts required to cover any additional increases of the research grant amount, and/or any charges that may be set by the law. The amounts shall be paid to the Department no later than 30 days after the relevant request.

In the event of expiration, deferment or termination of the relationship in place with the assignee of the research grant pursuant to Art. 8 of the above-mentioned Regulations for the awarding of grants, the Department undertakes to return the Sponsor the rates not yet paid to the assignee, by crediting the account no................. at................ (indicate the bank details) by 30 (thirty) days after the event; the amount paid to the Department is non-interest bearing.
Article 3 - TERMINATION

Without prejudice to the obligation of the Sponsor to pay the amounts set in previous article within the deadline set therein and relevant right of the Department to require the payment, the Department reserves the right to terminate the agreement, after prior and formal notice to pay under Article 1454 of the Italian Civil Code, if the Sponsor fails to fulfil its payment obligations under Art. 2. 

The Department shall not be required to initiate a criminal investigation for the renewal of the research grant until the Sponsor has made the due payment.

This shall be without prejudice to the rights of the University to request a compensation for damage resulting from any breach of the Sponsor. 
Article 4 - OBLIGATIONS OF THE UNIVERSITY

Upon request by the Sponsor, the Department will provide for sending an annual report on the activity carried out within the research as per article 1. 

Although this agreement does not provide for the Department to carry out activities aimed to the achievement of inventive results that may be covered by a patent, the Department - and the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia on its behalf - is in any case given the full ownership of all knowledge, even though non patentable, and the patents and any other right of industrial ownership resulting from the activity set in this agreement, save for any moral author or inventor rights pursuant to current legislation.

The patentable or non-patentable inventive results that may arise during the project development but not directly referable to the activity specifically deduced in the agreement are the Department’s ownership, and the ownership of the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia on its behalf.

The Sponsor cannot use or disseminate the results of the research as per Art. 1 that it may become aware of.
Article 5 - DURATION

This agreement has a duration of ……………… years (time period) since the start date of the research activity confirmed by the tutor.
Art. 6 - TERMINATION CLAUSE

The Sponsor acknowledges that the renewal is subject to the positive assessment of the research activity carried out by the assignee, pursuant to current ‘Regulations for awarding grants for the collaboration to research activities pursuant to Art. 22 of Law no. 240 of 30 December 2010’; therefore, the effectiveness of this agreement is subject to the termination clause of the failure to renew the research grant by the deadline of ......., pursuant to Art. 1353 of the Italian Civil Code.

In the event of failure to renew the research grant, the Department undertakes to notify the Sponsor immediately and to return it the payment received within 30 (thirty) days after the fulfilment of the termination clause; the payment made to the Department is non-interest bearing.

Article 7 – PLACE OF JURISDICTION
The Parties undertake that any dispute resulting from this agreement will be settled amicably between them. The Court of Modena shall have exclusive jurisdiction for any dispute that may arise between the Parties as for the interpretation, execution and resolution of this agreement.

Article 8 - PRIVACY
The Parties undertake to the other to process personal data that they may gain knowledge of during the performance of this deed in accordance with the principles of fairness, lawfulness and transparency pursuant to EU Regulations no. 679/2016 (hereafter referred to as the ‘Regulations’), and Leg. Decree 196/2003, as last amended by Leg. Decree 101/2018.

In particular, they ensure compliance with the safeguards afforded to the stakeholders, by adopting suitable technical and organisational measures.

In addition, the Parties undertake to provide mutual assistance with regard to:

- any request made by the stakeholders pursuant to Art. 15-22 of the Regulations;

- any procedures for assessing the impact of the processing and being applied pursuant to Art. 35 of the Regulations;

- any request for cooperation made by the supervisory authority pursuant to Art. 31 of the Regulations.

In the event that the data processing carried out during the performance of this deed provides for the transferring of data to third countries, the transferring party will be responsible for informing the other party, as well as ensuring that data is transferred in accordance with the terms set forth by Arts. 44-49 of the Regulations.

Article 9 - EXPENSES

This Agreement will be finalised by means of electronic signature of both parties and sent by certified e-mail

It is subject to stamp duty from the outset jointly and severally between the parties, paid virtually by the Department pursuant to Articles 15 and 15-bis of the Presidential Decree No. 642 of 26 October 1972 and is subject to registration in case of use pursuant to Article 4 of the Tariff - Part Two annexed to Presidential Decree No. 131 of 26 April 1986, as amended.
