Article 1 - Enrolment

Enrolment will be made annually at both universities.

Article 2 – Research/ Research coordinators
Considering that the period of stay at the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia shall last no less than one year, Mr./Ms. .................. shall carry out her/his tasks under the supervision and responsibility of the two Research Coordinators, alternating the locations of her/his activities according to the following schedule:

Both Coordinators undertake to fully exercise their duties as mentors of the PhD student.
As such, their competences are exercised jointly: they undertake to maintain constant contact in order to assess the development of the PhD student's research for the thesis.
Article 3 – Thesis / Final exam / Evaluation board
The PhD thesis must be written in one of the two national languages (Italian or ..................) and, more precisely, in  .................. The thesis will conclude with a single final examination at the University of................... The final examination will be recognised by the two universities in the form of a diploma issued by each of them. The Evaluation Board will consist of at least 4 members up to a maximum of 6 members, namely:
· the two research coordinators;
· members of each University in equal number.
Any external experts/scholars may also be part of the Board.
The Board will be appointed in accordance with the rules in force in the two countries and will be approved by the Rector of the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia and the Rector of the University of ...................
Any fees and reimbursement of expenses due to the members of the Evaluation Board will be paid by the University where the final examination will be held, in accordance with the regulations in force at the same University.
Article 4 – Issue of title
The title of PhD will specify that the PhD Programme is a joint-tutoring of thesis.
The University of Modena and Reggio Emilia will award the title of ‘PhD in ..................'.
The University of ............................. will award the title of ‘PhD in ..................'.
Article 5 - Insurance / Compliance in the event of a claim
For the protection of PhD students, the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia has taken out suitable insurance cover for third party liability towards third parties and employees, for damage to third parties (property and persons), which also covers personal liability deriving from the performance of medical activities, with a maximum amount of € 3,000,000.00, for certain categories of persons indicated in Section C of the policy text available at http://www.affaristituzionalicontrattigare.unimore.it/site/home/assicurazioni.html under the heading ‘liability towards third-parties and employers’ policy, as well as suitable accident insurance coverage, to guarantee accidents occurring, among others, to those enrolled in PhD Programmes, during the performance of their activities, even if on a study or internship trip, in the performance of all the activities necessary or in any case useful for the attainment of the degree, with territorial validity throughout the world.
The University of .................. declares that it has stipulated an adequate insurance policy for civil liability towards third parties and employees, for damage to third parties (property and persons) for which it is liable.
The University of Modena and Reggio Emilia shall publish its insurance covers on the University website http://www.affaristituzionalicontrattigare.unimore.it/site/home/assicurazioni.html; their publication will be considered a notification for all purposes.
In the event of an accident occurred during the performance of the activities listed in this agreement, each university undertakes to report the event immediately to the other University in order to enable it to make the claim under the terms provided for by the law or the insurance policy.
It is understood that the existence of such policies is without prejudice to any action for liability, damage and compensation against third parties.
Article 6 – Accommodation
Universities will provide, according to their competences, information regarding the availability of accommodation for the PhD student, as well as other services useful for the PhD student's stay in the host State.
Article 7 - Health insurance
The PhD student must provide adequate health cover by complying with the law in force in the host country.
Article 8 - Health and safety protection
It is the host establishment's responsibility to treat its hosted staff in the same way as its own staff and, therefore, to provide them with the same protection and information.
Article 9 - Property
The results of the research are the property of the two universities, remain at their disposal for their exploitation and dissemination and will be protected in accordance with the legislation in force in each country.
The PhD student, the Research Coordinators and the University undertake to comply with the regulations in force in Italy and in .................. with regard to the confidentiality of the subject of the thesis, as well as the publication and protection of research results.

Article 10 - Disputes
The parties undertake to settle amicably any dispute that may arise from this agreement.
In the event that no mutually agreed solution is reached, it is agreed that any dispute arising between the contracting parties concerning the interpretation, execution or termination of this agreement shall be referred to a panel of arbitrators who shall decide according to law.
Article 11 - Amendments / Termination
This agreement may be amended and terminated by mutual agreement between the parties, signed by the legal representatives of the two universities.

Article 12 – Privacy notice
The Parties undertake to the other to process personal data that they may gain knowledge of during the performance of this deed in accordance with the principles of fairness, lawfulness and transparency pursuant to EU Regulations no. 679/2016 (hereafter referred to as the ‘Regulations’), and Leg. Decree 196/2003, as last amended by Leg. Decree 101/2018.
In particular, they ensure compliance with the safeguards afforded to the stakeholders, by adopting suitable technical and organisational measures.
In addition, the Parties undertake to provide mutual assistance with regard to:
- any request made by the stakeholders pursuant to Art. 15-22 of the Regulations;
- any procedures for assessing the impact of the processing and being applied pursuant to Art. 35 of the Regulations;
- any request for cooperation made by the supervisory authority pursuant to Art. 31 of the Regulations.
In the event that the data processing carried out during the performance of this deed provides for the transferring of data to third countries, the transferring party will be responsible for informing the other party, as well as ensuring that data is transferred in accordance with the terms set forth by Arts. 44-49 of the Regulations.
Article 13 - Stamp Duty / Registration in Case of Use
This Agreement will be finalised by sending it by mail. It is subject to stamp duty from the outset jointly and severally between the parties, paid virtually by the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia pursuant to Articles 15 and 15-bis of the Presidential Decree No. 642 of 26 October 1972 and is subject to registration in case of use pursuant to Article 4 of the Tariff - Part Two annexed to Presidential Decree No. 131 of 26 April 1986, as amended.
The pro-rata reimbursement to the University of Modena and Reggio Emilia of the stamp duty shall be made by crediting a bank account within 30 (thirty) days of the request.
